USER  MANUAL

(How to use Inventory Management System [IMS])


Initially on running IMS, user will prompt for a password enter :  vivek   as password.  Note that  this password is case sensitive and so it is mandatory for user to enter password (i.e. is vivek) in lowercase.


After validating your password, if  user has entered wrong password than program will automatically quit showing details of programmer, but if you pass the password validation the program is loaded into memory for faster execution. A progress-bar is   displayed to simulate this activity.


IMS consist of  7 different menu items…all of which is performing logically separate task. IMS menu items are displayed as under.


New Record:

· It will add new item into your inventory.


IMS that is Inventory Management System, so this program will helpful to the user in adding new item to inventory , and other different option that are displayed as above:  

example  : let say  I  have a shop which dealing in computer peripherals so basic task which I require is to store details of different items I purchase 

Item No :  any distinct code to seprate your  inventory items (let say : 101)

Item Name :  Name of item for your inventory (let say : KeyBoard)

Item Quantity : Quantity available in stock  (let say : 5)

Item Price  :  Unit Price for your item (let say : 1000 for one keyboard)

Display:

· Display available items stock in tabular fashion.

Search:

· Search for item by prompting user for item name

· This task is really helpful to find stock of particular item, so that manual search can be avoided, if item is not available it will display no item found and thus lots of man hour will be saved by avoiding search.

Update:

· Allows to update the stock item available in your inventory.

· This task required when price of commodity changes, or you have sale/purchase the item  or even when any mistake occurred while data entry time.

Deletion:

· Deletion of item from inventory.

· This task is useful when management decide that we don’t want to deal in particular item.

· Avoid using this option as it is directly related to top-level management.

Analysis:

· Analysis of inventory  provide you with two most  ask information that is 

· Total Item available in Inventory

· Total investment for this items.

· Few other analysis are left to programmers to develop, like reorder-level, etc.

Exit:

· Exit as the name suggest will save the data into file and close the program.

Besides this IMS also display current date and time for user, it also facilitate user with status-bar displaying explanatory message for each option.
